The Book of Revelation – Recap

Objective:

Before giving you an opportunity to share your thoughts, I would like to reiterate some things we have shared last week, add some additional detail, and then make some corrections based on some updated information I received from some of you, from Bishop Lee and from my own research.

1. The Book of Revelation is NOT a series of chronological events that occur one after the other and therefore should not be approached as such.

2. It is a series of visions that John was shown that all end in the same place. Some events occur simultaneously, while others occur in succession.

3. Because of the level of symbolism and mystery, we cannot be certain that our conclusions are 100% accurate in all cases. We rely on the research of others and on the inner witness of the Holy Spirit to guide our beliefs.
